Deadline for permission slip & payment: Tues, Mar 6
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This will be a “car camping” campout with water and bathrooms available.  The focus will learn the use of a map and compass to navigate (orienteering) around the Park.  There are several pre-set orienteering courses.  We will take advantage of training via the Park Ranger and then explore the Park courses using our map and compass. 
There are at least 14 different courses to choose from in 2018.  We also have the option of hiking on one of the Parks several trails including the South Valley Trail; a 8.7 mile loop allowing a thorough exploration of the Park (https://www.nps.gov/prwi/planyourvisit/hiking.htm).
Weather outlook (preliminary):  Assume 50s during the day with chance of rain, 30s at night.  Bring rain gear and layers so you can add or take off during the day.  

Other items to note: 

· There is a $7 per vehicle park entrance fee (not waved for group camping)
· Check-in at the visitor center before proceeding to the campground
· Firewood may or may not be provided in the campground; If you bring your own firewood, it must be USDA certified "bug-free" firewood
· Having your own compass is preferred but not required
· Bring a day pack, water bottle, pen & notebook/paper and comfortable hiking shoes
